Bowden contributes regularly to major American magazines. He is also an adjunct professor at Loyola College of Maryland, where he teaches creative writing and journalism. He also was a photographic model for 15 years including advertising work, fashion, and TV commercials. HE travels extensively throughout the world with agents in South Africa, America, and Europe. He’s worked for McDonald’s, BT, virgin, Barclays bank, HSBC bank, ICI, IMB, Clark shoes, and Millets. 

Mark Bowden was the author of many books; as well as a reporter for the, Philadelphia Inquirer. He has also written for the magazines, Men’s Journal, Sports Illustrated and Rolling Stone.
