The Alamo: 1-5
· Tim Wilkinson radio's Fales, " You guys got anymore fluids?" In this reading, we have reached help. The problem now is, we don't have enough supplies for help for all these men. We are short on both, and trying to find more of it. (#4)

· We are now recouping everyone. We have touched on the crash sites and gathered everyone; and are bringing them to medical help. Where are new problems occurring? Too many people to be helped, with little help and supplies. Our new men are safe.... For now. At least they are not in the open still. (#1)

· I understand that we are not expecting this at all, but why are we so short on medical staff, if we had so many beds available? I would have thought you should have on a staff for as many accountable beds as you have in your hospital and it with supplies. (#5)

· How come some people are splitting up? And when they did, why did they go to areas without concealments? If we were so trained, how come we didn't even have some basic knowledge going on in there? Did we for get that stuff back home too? (#3)

· This is the worst case ever, but what if we didn't have IV bags and none who was trained to be a medical assistant around. In a pro, we wouldn't have to run back and forth; but in a con, we'd have a lot for deaths and grieving. Men wouldn't leave their buddies like "he'll get help", but like "I won't leave you man, I LOVE YOU!!!" Which is a really sad thought. (#2)

The Alamo: 6-9
· C2 helicopter calling, "need a re-supply.... Iv bags, ammo, and water.... Obviously we need them in a hurry as fast as they can. Are boys on the ground are running out of bullets." This transmission took place, shortly before dusk, and is still not over with the battle. We are now calling for more supplies. (#4)

· We have now taken shelter and other people's homes for the night, and are holding them hostage, sort of speak. The CSAR team is coming down for the delta team and having troubles, because everyone is spread out. The delta team is also very ticked off at the neglect rangers. We are still moving around outside and covering each other, and also have a new problem.... dusk. (#1)

· I don't think the delta team and Sergeant Stebbins has problems, but I think the D-boys have problems with Stebbin's men. I say this in the vibes I am sensing from Stebbins details in feeling he is sending through is word. (#6)

· I get that all these men were in terrible pain, but like Wilkinson, he had like a little golf ball sized metal in his leg. Yet, he did not realize it until one of his men took off his shoe and he actually saw it with his own eyes. Like, the Somalia’s had excuses not to feel I, because they were high on knat; what was ours; and how did the other soldier know the wound well good enough to take off his boot? This whole wounding part confused me thoroughly to the extreme and back. (#3)

· If I was Sergeant Howe, I would have been so mad at Sergeant Stebbins. His men were everywhere they didn't need to be, doing things they didn't need to do. All that extra moving and unnecessary talking. No wonder it was they talking so loud. If I was he, without any further thought, I would have yelled, "Go back inside and shut up you stupid rangers!" · I don't know why they keep saying don't worry boys, in just five minutes; you'll be out which they repeat for many hours. Come on now, why can't you just say you don't know when, but don't worry, we will get you. That's more realistic and they wouldn't have been mocking; instead they'd be gaining hope. (#5)

· Something I didn't understand, was when they called in for recompiles- like ammo, IV bags, and water, why didn't they call for their FREAKIN' NODs? That's what they really needed. If you complain all day about not having them, when you get the chance to get them, wouldn't you take that chance to get them? Do you understand? To me it makes no sense, why would you not ask for them, when it's getting dark and you need them? (#3)

· I kind of wonder what it would be like without the radios. Then again, I already know the answer, nothing; because we wouldn't go without radios. But if we did, I think it would be worse, in the way that we wouldn't communicate; but better in the way we wouldn't get confused with other peoples' perspectives and side conversations that have nothing to do with them.
