1. Ambition- (noun) An eager or strong desire to achieve something, such as fame or power. 
2. Venting- (noun) An opening permitting the escape of fumes, a liquid, a gas, or steam.
3. Infantry- (noun) The branch of an army made up of units trained to fight on foot. 

4. Concealment- (verb) To keep from being seen, found, observed, or discovered; hide.

5. Methodically- (adj.) Arranged or proceeding in regular, systematic order.

6. Muzzle- (noun) The forward, projecting part of the head of certain animals, such as dogs, including the mouth, nose, and jaws; the snout.

7. Cinematic- (noun) A film or movie.

8. Deliberately- (adj.) Done with or marked by full consciousness of the nature and effects; intentional: mistook the oversight for a deliberate insult. 

9. Deadpanned- (noun) A blank, expressionless face.

10. Morphine- (noun) A bitter crystalline alkaloid, C17H19NO3·H2O, extracted from opium, the soluble salts of which are used in medicine as an analgesic, a light anesthetic, or a sedative. Also called morphia.

11. Replenish- (verb) To fill or make complete again: add a new stock or supply to: replenish the larder. 

12. Groggy- (adj.) Unsteady and dazed: shaky.
