Fortitude/Fortitude or Will, no damage, no aging

This spell subjects the target(s) to the effects of rapid aging.  Used on creatures, the breath has two effects: the target is subject to damage of 1d4 points per caster level, up to 10d4; the second effect is aging which adds a number of years to the character equal to the amount of damage.  For example, a 40 hit-point breath would also cause 40 years of aging.  Each effect is subject to an individual save (ie, each creature target would roll saves twice – one for each breath effect).  In addition, the aging effect of the breath can be resisted by either Fortitude or Will.  Creatures who die as a result of this breath weapon appear as desiccated mummy-like corpses.  Creatures aged one (or more) aging categories are not subject to the benefits of aging, since the aging caused by this spell is immediate, and experience gained during normal aging would provide those benefits.  The negative results of aging would still apply (ie Strength and Constitution reduction).  Used on organic (wood, earth) or inorganic (iron, stone) material (not creature-based), the breath causes the material strength to weaken by a number of points equal to the damage point total.  Materials weakened to 0 material strength in this manner are effectively disintegrated.  Careful attention must be paid to weakening support walls and columns (you have been warned!).  Only those spells that could reduce age (limited wish for 1d4 years, wish/miracle for full return to previous state), could reverse the aging effects of this spell.

Creatures immune to aging (undead, outsiders, high-level monks, etc.) are also immune to all effects of this breath weapon, since the deteriorating effects of the breath are also based on aging.  However, the armor of these creatures may not be immune.

The material component is lemoned tobacco smoke (tobacco infused with lemon juice), which is lit and inhaled (somatic) then blown while saying “ivory aging” (verbal).
