· T. Thomas fortune was a famous writer who illustrates the controversy of the South (p. 416)

· Lost cause is the south losing the civil war against great odds. The black people wanted education, rights, etc… as equal people.

· Freedmen’s Bureau was an organization set up to help the black and white people to find employment. Restricted the help for those who were in occupations. The bureau’s lifespan was extended to fulfill other needs.

· Black people wanted education for respect and honor that white people had. The bureau would send teachers to the south to instruct them. 

· The African M.E. (A.M.E.) church was one of the largest & first churches to be built in the reconstruction of the South. The church supported higher education and acted as a school. Colleges were built by the church to allow black peoples’ enrollment.

· The white race felt it was a time of time for the black to get an education. They would instruct the workers to keep the children late to get the necessary work done first.

· Land was not thought about before the Civil War’s after-effects were felt. The south was poor after the war. “Forty acres & a mule” was not a law but a statement about black people being allowed to have lands & a mule for transportation in the south.

· Special Field Order No. 15 allowed Sherman to grant 40 acres of land & use of a mule to the freedmen. The Southern Homestead Act gave freedmen their preferential access to lands in 5 southern states.

· Southerners ended up exploiting the former slaves. (Contract labor system)

· Lincoln’s view of reconstructing the south: the south should never have left the America. He felt that he needed to determine the conditions of the reconstruction.
· Congress’ view of reconstructing the south: The south was another country that should be doing its own reconstruction after being re-admitted to the USA.

· The 10% Plan of Lincoln required that 10% of Southerners who had fought against the Union were eligilble to vote in 1860; and to sign an amnesty oath & acceptance of the 13th amendment.

· The Wade-Davis bill required half (50%) of the Southerners in a state that had rebelled against the union to sign the loyalty oath. Defeated by a pocket veto that kills 2/3 majority vote w/ a regular vote.

· Lincoln was assassinated in 1864 at a theatre by John Wilkes Booth.
· Andrew Johnson was a southerner who got shooned by other southerners due to his plan. His plan required 50% of the voters to sign the loyalty oath. Ex-confederate officers and southerners along with West Point grads worth $20,000 or more had to get personal pardons from him. The ratifying of the 13th Amendment by southerners.

· Most southerners & many republicans approved of the plan even though there was no mention of granting black people their civil rights. The white southerners didn’t approve of the plan.

· Congress was upset about Johnson knowing about the black codes when they didn’t know of the codes. The black codes restricted the activities of black people. It required all black men to be employed, restricted them to certain occupations, barred blacks from testifying against whites, prohibited black from carrying weapons, and curfews on black people. Congress declare the codes to be illegal and repelled.

· Radical reconstructions’ goal: secure the vote for freedmen, a republican dominated South, and South to admit defeat.

· The Civil Rights Act of 1866 stated the right of all citizens and give a definition of citizenship. Also threatened states with loss of representatives if violations occurred.

· The 14th Amendment would define citizenship, guaranteed to all citizens equal protection, prohibited states from violating civil rights of citizens. And threaten to cut some of the representation of the states that violate the rights.

· Congressional reconstruction: Congress passed the Military Reconstruction Act of 1867 dividing the south into 5 military divisions under the guardian of a military governor until the reconstruction’s conditions had been met.

· The 15th Amendment guaranteed freedmen the rights to vote regardless of their race. White women felt their equality with the blacks on civil rights were the same, and became angry when they didn’t get the right to vote.

· Republicans constituencies were carpetbaggers & scalawags. Carpetbaggers were northerners who moved to the south. Scalawags were southerners who sympathized with the blacks’ rights. African-American males were given rights to run for office with 14th & 15th Amendment. (It was sometimes referred to as the Black Republicanism era.)

· Methods to redeem the south: establishment of the Ku Klux Klan. KKK established by General Forrest. The KKK Act made the group illegal, prosecuted by law, when anyone denies citizens their rights.
· The Enforcement Act allowed government officials to supervise elections in states that failed to protect the citizens’ rights to vote.

· Johnson faced impeachment when Edwin Stanton was fired by him. Congress brought him forth saying he violated the Tenure Office Act. The court would find that the act had a glitch about Edwin not being appointed by the president. And it would reoccur when Bill Clinton was impeached for a sex scandal.

· Tenure Office Act prohibited the president from firing certain officeholders without Congressional approval.

· The Civil Rights Act of 1875 prohibit discriminations of black people in places of public accommodations. It was never took seriously by anyone to be enforced.

· In 1868 – 72, Ulysses Grant’s administration was supposably corrupted. People would blame the administration for anything going wrong within the president’s terms. The liberals would choose Horace Greely (paid Jefferson Davis to get out of jail & is a vegetatian). He would lose the race for presidency due to the reasons to Grant.

· In 1876, Rutherford Hayes would be a republican presidential candidate. Samuel Tiden would be the democratic candidate for presidency. Tiden would win electoral votes with 20 votes being disputed. The voted votes were needed to have a majority for presidency. A special electoral committee would consist of 5 senators, 5 House of Representatives’ members, and 5 justices to decide the winner. Hayes would win due to independent speaker’s illness and replacement by a republican.

· “Waving the bloody shirt” would be a shirt signifying someone’s death who didn’t vote someone’s way.

· The Compromise of 1877 is a compromise that Hayes would appoint a southerner cabinet member & allow tax money to be used for south reconstruction, and withdrawal of federal troops from the south. The south loved the last condition since they despised the north for winning the Civil Wars. Democratic would not be able to contest about the compromise later. It was not a failure during the reconstruction due to the 13th, 14th, and 15th Amendments ratifications.

· Sharecropping would be a system between the white & black people where landowners furnish laborers with a house, farm animals, and tools with advanced credit in exchange for a share of the crops. It was not profitable for the black people since the white landowners would receive a heavy share/profit. The system would not see landowners as store-owners either.
· Crop-lien system would be a way for the laborers to pay for past’s dues. The system would trap the laborers to the land indefinite.
