· Old south meant before the Civil War’s occurrences. The New South is the time after the Civil War.

· Old south consists of poor & social discrimination of blacks and former slaves.

· New south would not embrace industrial revolution and women being employed. However, they would find employment in textile industries. Dormorities would be built for the women to live in by companies’ standards. Women who worked at home & for the industries would allow their kids to play outside.

· Reform movements would come about for management & discrimination of their womanly kind.

· Railroads became available to the South after the Civil Wars.

· Black people would be allowed to participate in the new south’s elections, and lose the rights due to various states’ laws

· Steel industries’ work was referred as the black’s occupations. Textile industries were referred to as the “womanly” occupations. Tobacco industries would sell tobaccos ______________.
· Coca-Cola & railroad buildings were major industries in the South.

· Farmers didn’t like big businesses due to railroad’s economic discriminations. The farmers would be charged more than big businesses (they would receive discounts). Farmers would also face higher charges due to competitions.

· The Grange (Patrons of Husbandry) was one of the first farmers’ party to organize to keep people happy and discuss about business. The battle with the railroad industries by farmers’ lobbyists would face harsher competitions in Congress.

· Farmer Alliances: northern farmers allied with the south would not have any black members. Black farmers would form the colored farmer alliance.

· The Sub-treasury plan consists of governments storing the crops until purchased. Farmers would get paid on an fixed price. It would fail to be adopted by Congress.
· Populist party was organized & founded by farmers calling for direct election of U.S. senators (The 17th Amendment’s right), graduated income tax (16th Amendment), and advocate the government’s ownership of transportations & communications. All of their candidates would not win an election after their first candidacy in 1896.

· Jim Crow was the nickname of Thomas “Daddy” Rice who made fun of people

· Special note: Need to get more notes on Jim Crow.

· Plessy vs. Ferguson is a railroad segregation case in 1895 (or ’96). It was about how much black blood in a person’s line and Plessy being moved to the colored cart.  Required 1:16 % of black blood to make a person be called Negro.

· Plessy was a negro & Ferguson was the name of the company.

· Separate but equal doctrine declared races can be separated as long as equal facilities are provided. Nowhere in the south this be accomplished fast. It would be in 1954 that the segregation ends.
· Brown vs. Board of Education, the Supreme Court would say: Separate but equal has no place in a democracy. If two things are equal, they can’t be separate.

· The states would be forced by economic means to negogriate (sp?) with the federal government to end the segregation.

· The black middle class consists of doctors, teachers, preachers, and funeral directors.

· The middle class desired segregation due to respect & honor. Violence would erupt by race riots, rape, and lynching.

· Booker T. Washington was born a slave & educated at Hamster Institute. He believed in advocating for accommodations (voluntary segregation), and that the rights need to be pursued. He delivered a compelling speech called the Atlanta Compromise. It was a speech about the community coming together to accomplish a goal.
· W.E.B. DuBois would be his opponent & refer to Washington as “Uncle Tom”. He would speak about the Compromise pushing for all rights in the wrong ways. He had a theory called the Talented Tenth Theory that stated 10% of an race is talented in something they do.
