· A corporation is defined as an association with legal rights & liabilities separate from those of its members. It was designed to outlive the founders, and protect your personal words.

· Merger would probably be the first way to consolidate companies. (19) Vertical integration is a procedure by which the owner buys up all the steps from the production thru the distribution of a product. (8) Horizontal integration is the process where the owner buys & merges similar companies. Also it is the buying of one particular company due to its’ similar productions.

· Skilled workers would become obsolete due to machinery. Work was impersonal meaning that owners didn’t know the employees. Nor did they take breaks to meet with them. The work ethnics would be challenged on quality & quantities. So the motivation would fall on profit.

· There were some advantages of the American Labor Force like increased efficiency, raising standards of living, transforming America into a world power, and attracting laborers.
· Disadvantages of the American Labor Force included bad working conditions, low pay & long hours, poor housing, and unsafe working environments.

· Child/women laborers receive low wages, worked in unsafe conditions/areas. Seldom were women hired as managers, so they turned to prostitution to receive better wages. Reformers call for child labor laws when kids were missing classes due to work.

Women in the Victorian Age:

· This era was classified with low wages, typewriters’ introduction and use by women labor force, women colleges, and promotion of negative sterotypes.

· All women’s colleges would suit woman’s non-restrictive personality to be observant. They felt restrictive around guys when they wanted to be observant.

· Manners would be a way for them to find a suitable husband. The parents didn’t care about your background but the table manners. If you were a middle-class’ wife, you were expected to exhibit your husband’s souvenirs in the “drawing room”

· New age women would be allowed to exercise if their lovers brought a 2-seated bicycle. Lizzie Borden is a fine example of a female reformer and classy female. (She was charged with the murder of her family and thought not to be a murderer-type)
· (1) Jane Addams’ settlements are called (9) Hull houses (originated in England). She built one of the hull houses in Chicago that would provide recreational facility & education to the poor. She was a fellow member of the NWCPP & hire female workers to do “trade” classes. She would hold games and performances for the poor.
· (14) Jacob Riis wrote the book on “How the Other Half Lives”. Five cents lodging would be a nickel to rent a bed. One apartment would house from 3 to 4 families. Most tenet buildings’ fire escape would be blocked by garbages.

· Gospel of wealthy: god ordained the wealthy to be caregiver of his wealth, he expects them to use the wealth wisely, hard work & perseverance leads to wealth. Poor people would question what this meant to the wealthy. The wealthy would expect a poor person’s request to give them something back in return for the money. (Middle-class people would get upset about not being able to leave their wealth to the kids due to the theory.)

· Special Note: FAMU library was built by Andrew Carnegie.
· Social Darwinism was designed by William Sumner & Herbert Spencer. It applies to Darwin’s theory of natural selection to society. The fittest & the wealthiest survive while the weak & poor perish. American Beauty Role is an example of cutting small businesses by big businesses buying them out of materials. Also it is about advance technology defying natural selection.

(2) Andrew Carnegie is the main guy who consolidated much of the U.S. Steel industry with his Carnegie Steel Company (known as U.S. Steel today).

(3) Coney Island is located in Brooklyn, New York; famous for hosting fun for poor people.

(4) Eugene V. Debs, the leader of American Railway Union (ARU), was arrested for violating a federal injunction to disperse his union. The union was organized to fight for better company wages.

(5) Great Migration is the mass movement of African Americans from the rural South to the urban North.

(6) Great Uprising is the unsuccessful railroad strike of 1877 to protest wage cuts & the use of federal troops against strikers; also is the first nationwide stoppage in American history.
(7) Haymarket Affair is the killing of four unarmed workers by the police during a skirmish with strikers in Chicago in May 1886. Afterward a bomb exploded at a meeting about the incident, killing seven policemen & four strikers & wounding one hundred.

(10) Knights of Labor is a labor union founded in 1869 that included skilled & unskilled workers irrespective of race or gender.

(11) Nativism: favoring the interests & culture of native-born inhabitants over those of immigrants

(12) Pullman Strike: in 1894, workers strike against George Pullman’s Palace Sleeping Car Company over workers’ cut wages

(13) Pogroms: government-directed attacks against Jewish citizens, property, and villages in tsarist Russia beginning in the 1880s; a primary reason for Russian Jewish migration to the U.S.

(15) Settlement house provide the working poor with facilities & education to help them improve their environment & eventually escape it.
(16) Social Darwinism is the application of Charles Darwin’s theory of biological evolution to society, holding that the fittest & wealthiest survive, the weak & the poor perish, and government action is unable to alter this “natural” process.
(17) Sweatshops are small, poorly ventilated shops or apartments crammed with workers, often family members, who pieced together garments.
(18) Tenements are four- to six-story residential dwellings, once common in NY, built on tiny lots without regard to providing ventilation or light.
