Lamington National Park Advance bookings are required and can only be made 
through the QPWS office at Green Mountains.  
All bush camp sites are closed between December 1 to January 31 each year.  
 
There are designated bush camp sites at Lost World (Creek), Stinson Wreck, Point 
Lookout, Running Creek, Bithongabel, Echo Point, Rat-a-Tat, Lost World (Saddle), 
Tuckeroo, Illingbah, Nagarigoon and Darlington.
