	Elementary School 

Grades 1- 6

Ages 6-11
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	Educators teach children the basics (reading, writing, math).  They also help children learn to be good citizens.  

	Junior High School
Grades 6-8 or 7-9

Ages 11-14 or 12-14
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	Junior High School is a bridge between elementary school and high school. Students have different teachers and classes during the day.


	High School

Grades 9-12 

Ages 14-18
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	Students attend high school to prepare themselves for vocational programs, community college or university.  



The California Educational System (cont.)
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	Students do not go to school.  They learn at home from their parents.  This is legal in California.

	Adult School

High School Diploma 
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	Adult schools allow people without an education to study basic skills, English and Citizenship.  Students must be 18 years old.

	Vocational
Job training 

(3 months - 1 year)
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	Vocational Schools provide job training, and usually take from six months to a year to complete.  Many of these programs are free or low cost.  

	Community College 

Associate (2 years)
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	These schools are available at a very low cost to students who are 18 years or older. El Camino and LA Harbor College are examples.

	University

Bachelors (4 years)

Masters (2 years)
