Freethinking is about thinking freely - sharing and questioning our own and other peoples' views and experiences, in the pursuit of a broader and deeper understanding of things. 

Liberty Valley Freethinkers is run by the members for it's members. There is no religious, political or commercial agenda or backing. By regularly attending meetings you'll develop your skills in free thinking and lateral thinking, build genuine friendships in an atmosphere of goodwill, and further refine your conversation and social skills. 

A typical meeting start with the handing out of a sheet with discussion points about a topic chosen by the group the previous week. The topic might be about relationships, recent news events - anything at all. Then people are usually broken up into groups of around 6 people, and, together with a facilitator, the topic is discussed. The group facilitator’s job is to keep people on topic, to promote goodwill between members (i.e. no personal attacks), and to give less vocal members an opportunity to express their views. There's a break mid-way through the night to have a hot drink and socialise. 

There is a theme of freedom of thought, honesty, democracy, and equality. Its a great feeling to have people actively listen to what you have to say. People with strongly held, unchallenged views, find the discussions thought provoking. Some of the many topics you might like to discuss include; the gay scene, love, lust, beauty, money, goodwill, parents, advertising, ageism, dreams.
