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1. I just found these newsgroups, so what are they?


The newsgroups misc.survivalism and alt.survival deal with


surviving a short or long term emergency or disaster.





2. Ok, I want to survive a disaster, so what is the first thing I


should do?





The first thing to do is make a threat analyze. The "Threat


Analyze FAQ" is located at http://here.at/survivalism. The "Threat Analyze


FAQ" leads you thought the process of discovering and documenting the


threats to your continued survival. Basically you write down all the bad stuff


that could happen to you.





3. It sounds like a waste of time to me?





The threat analyze is very important. It will save you


precious time, money, and resources.





4. Ok, I have my written list of possible bad stuff. What's next?





 Most threats have common solutions; however, each threat is


also unique. We will talk about the common solutions in later questions.


For the unique nature of each threat; you will need to do more research.





5. More research! I though this was going to be easy?





 Preparing to survive can be hard work. That is why this


newsgroup is here, so we can help each other. To help you, just this once, we'll


tell you one source of information to use in your research, your local


library; additionally, you can, always, post your questions to these


newsgroups.





6. Ok, what are some of the common solutions to each threat?





The common solutions are water, food, shelter, protection, and


medical care.





7. Tell me about storing emergency water.





Water is essential to life. Without water, a human will die


within four days because of this an emergency supply of water should be stored.


You can find the "Water Treatment FAQ" at http://here.at/survivalism; the


Water FAQ will answer most of your questions about water storage and


water treatment.


If you want to start storing water before reading the "Water


Treatment FAQ," you need to obtain empty Coke, Pepsi or other soda bottles (#1


or #2 plastic) with caps. If you do not drink soda, you can get them from


friends and family. You rinse the inside of the bottles with water,


after rinsing fill to the top with water and screw the cap on. Store


in a cool dark place. You will need about 14 gallons per person to have


drinking water for a two week disaster.





8. Tell me about storing emergency food.





 Without food, a human will die within thirty days, so an


emergency supply of food should be stored. You will need to read "Prudent Food


Storage;" it is the food storage FAQ. "Prudent Food Storage" is


located at http://www.waltonfeed.com/grain/faqs/





The simple way to start storing emergency food, before


reading "Prudent Food Storage," is to buy extra canned and boxed food during


your normal grocery shopping. The three most important thing to


remember in emergency food storage is to store what you eat, eat what you


store, and rotate your emergency food and water.





9. Tell me about emergency shelter.





Shelter protects us from humankind's or nature's ravages. It


could be a nuclear blast shelter, cave, or a pile of evergreen branches.


Emergency shelters will probably never have a FAQ because it is such a large


subject. So you will need to do research for the shelters that are


appropriate for your area of the world and two online places to start


are http://www.oism.org/nwss/ and http://hometown.aol.com/rafleet/blast-links.htm.





        A few things to remember, about emergency shelter, are to have


the appropriate shelter for the emergency situation, have a repair kit,


and learn to improvise different shelters.





10. Tell me about guns.





Guns are just tools, so with any tool, you need to get the


appropriate tool for the job. To find out what is the appropriate gun for the


situation you will have to do more research. Check the past post on


this subject with Deja News, they are on the Internet, talk with hunters,


other gun owner, and firearms instructors. They will be helpful in


your research.





        Before you purchase a gun, you must heed this warning. If you


decide to buy a gun for yourself and loved ones, you should get adequate


training in proper handling and safety for the whole family. Let us say this


again, get proper safety training.





You can usually receive formal training from gun clubs,


conservation offices and especially in the U.S.A. the National Rifle Association's


firearm instructors. In more restrictive countries, informal training


might possibly be arranged with former military members, especially


combat veterans, and knowledgeable friends or family.





The most important thing to remember about getting a gun is to


get proper safety training. We'll say it again; you need to get proper


safety training for yourself and loved ones when you get a gun.





11. Ok, I understand that I need to get proper safety training, if I


own a gun. What's next?





Medical care is next. In the history of humankind, infection


and disease have killed more people than all the bullets, bombs, and other


assorted human made methods of killing combined. Because of this


simple fact you should read the "Medical FAQ" at http://here.at/survivalism


and have a first aid kit and some medical training.





12. I can't be a doctor; my government restricts medical school


admissions.





Remember we said some medical training. The first step is to


get basic first aid training; you can receive this training, usually for a small


fee, from the local Red Cross or Red Crescent. If you want to


continue,  you can take paramedic training or nursing courses.





13. Is that it?





No. These Frequently Asked Questions are not the end all for


information; they are just the beginning. You will need to read the


other Frequently Asked Questions, also you must continually update


your threat analyze and react to those updates.





One last point practice, practice, practice at your new


skills. The survival handbook, first aid manual, or equipment handbook may be


destroyed when you need it most.
