Once some starving people appeared before the Prophet Muhammad saw.,

He looked at them in bare upper bodied and bare footed, hanging their swords on cross belt,

He asked Sahabah and Anshar to collect dirham, wheat, dates and some clothes,

They turned up with a huge of food and clothes; this spontaneity made the face of Rasulullah saw. got brightened.

And the others followed one after another by carrying on the shoulders a lot of grains, dates and clothes,

Then the Prophet Muhammad saw. said: “Anyone who innovates something good in Islam, 

will get reward for his desirable innovation added by the reward equal to those who would be practising his fine innovation, without bringing about any curtailment in the rewards of those following his way . . . . . . . . ”.

 Hadrat Anas ra. narrates (as transmitted by Ibn Asakir) that Rasulullah saw. delivered his address (among others):

“See that generosity is the name of a tree in the Heaven with its branches extended to this world. 

Therefore, the generous among you would remain tied up with a branch of this tree till he is taken to Heaven by Allah . . . . . . . “ Thereafter, Rasulullah saw. repeated twice: 

“Be generous for Allah’s sake. Be generous for Allah’s sake”.
