Summary: 


There was a poll about the worries on terriorism in canada and 48% fears that  terror activities are increasing in canada. Roughly 67% believes that the military action in Iraq had raised the terrorist threat worldwide, up from 53% in February. Sixty per cent of the people agree with the actions that Paul Martin took against terrisim and 32% disagree. The Associated Press-Ipsos poll was based on telephone interviews with 1,003 randomly selected adults from Canada. The poll was conducted from Sept. 28-30, and the margin of sampling error was plus or minus three percentage points.
