A Note Written by Howard Leopold Morry
to Record Information on the Family Tree

Passed to him by an Aunt in May 1938

Editorial Note by Chris Morry, October 24, 2003

This note in Dad Morry’s handwriting was found among a package of old letters held by my father and turned over to me this year. Most of those letters were apparently recovered from “Athlone” cottage, the old Morry property in Caplin Bay (Calvert), after the death of the last Morry resident there, Elizabeth Morry, daughter of Matthew Morry III. This note, however, pertained to information Dad Morry indicates he had obtained from his Aunt. I believe he did not mean Elizabeth, who was his first cousin once removed, but rather one of his two maiden aunts, Frances or Florence. For one thing, he knew Elizabeth was his cousin and not his aunt. Also she died in 1930, long before he indicated this information was passed to him. Finally, other papers written by one or the other of these two ladies indicated that they considered themselves somewhat expert in the history of the Morry family, though indeed the information they passed on was far from accurate, as will be seen in the notes below.

Lord William Graham married Mary Stuart daughter of Rob’t the third of Scotland.





  They had two sons, John of Claverhouse & David, two daughters, Mary and I think the other was called Ann.

Mary
 married our grandfather, she never came to the country. Grandfather used to come on business.
He must have been born in England.
 He married, Ann Saunders
, daughter of Surrogate Carter. My father lived with them. All the Morry grandfathers are buried in Ferryland. That house that Dr. Brooks calls claims for Lord Baltimore’s was Carter’s.
Grandmother Winsor was born there, her mother was Betsy Carter
. My mother was born there too.

Graham of Claverhouse
 was Scotland’s bravest soldier, whatever his faults. He was not fond of the Stuart connection. He was prouder of being related to the Great Montrose. Mr. Delahunty lived on Baltimore’s property. There was a paved road when he lived on the Pool.
� It is true that Lord William Graham’s second wife was Mary Stewart or Stuart (married 13/11/1413), daughter of John Stuart, King Robert III of Scotland. However they had no daughters but rather five sons: Robert, Patrick, William, Harry, Walter. 


� The Mary Graham who married Matthew Morry I was born in 1750, 3 centuries too late to be the Lord William Graham and Mary Stuart. In fact, she was the daughter of Christopher Graham and Mary Churchwill and it is unlikely Christopher was even remotely connected as an heir to the Scottish throne. Also, Matthew I and Mary Stuart were this Aunt’s great grandparents, not her grandparents. She was compressing history in both directions.


� True, he was born in Dartmouth in 1750.


� His second wife was Anne Carter, not Ann Saunders. Anne Carter was the daughter of Robert Carter, an early merchant in Ferryland. Surrogate Carter was his son, Anne’s brother. Ann Saunders married Matthew and Mary’s son, Matthew II. This couple would have been the grandparents of the Aunt who wrote the note to Dad Morry. Thus she was confusing and commingling the first two generations of the Morry line in Newfoundland. 


� Grandmother Winsor would have been Henry Winsor’s wife Anne Coulman (or Coleman). And Anne Coulman’s mother was Elizabeth (or perhaps Betsy) Hill, not Carter. Betsy’s mother was Anne Carter, so once again, the Aunt who passed along this information to Dad Morry had skipped a generation.


� Seems unlikely. Her mother was two generations removed from the Carter family.


� Graham of Claverhouse was known as “Bonnie Dundee” or “Bluidy Clavers”, depending on what side of the English/Scottish civil war you were on. He was descended from Robert the III of Scotland (the Stuart line) and was a distant kinsman of Montrose. What, if anything, this has to do with the Morrys is debatable. However, it is perhaps indicative of the religious bias that existed in the Morry family that this Aunt would have been of the opinion that Graham of Claverhouse favoured Montrose, since the Aunts were both Anglican. But in point of fact Graham fought with equal valour for both Catholic and Protestant monarchs.
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
