Carroll, Robert.  Interview conducted by Dwight Mears.  14 December, 2000.  

Mr. Carroll, a Swiss interned B-17 pilot and primary source, was my grandfather’s best friend while in Switzerland.  He later was my grandfather’s best man at his wedding in 1945.  He provided me with a number of photographs, as well as information about the camps that they were interned in together.

Culler, Dan.  Black Hole of Wauwilermoos.  Green Valley, AZ: Circle of Thorn Press,

Mr. Culler has helped me significantly, both through his book and personal correspondence, to reconstruct events and conditions in Switzerland.  As the first American serviceman sent to Wauwilermoos, he has a large amount of information about the conditions at the camp which I referenced for my website.

MG Zahnd sent me the internment records of my grandfather.  The first copy contained a few minor mistakes, particularly the accidental addition of my name to the document instead of my grandfather’s, although most other information matched up conclusively.  The second correspondence corrected this error.  The birth date, birth location, rank, name, and date of internment and escape are all verified as correct.
