The life cycle of the Frog





The frog is an amphibian : that is, an animal which lives part of its life in water and part of its life on land. All frogs lay their eggs in water. Another name for frogs' eggs is frogspawn. The eggs hatch out after a few days into tiny tadpoles which have no legs to start with. The little tadpoles eat algae, that is, very tiny water plants. These tadpoles grow bigger and start to grow legs - the back legs grow first, then the front ones.  As the tadpoles grow bigger, they begin to eat tiny water animals instead of plants. The tadpole's tail starts to shrink and the tadpole begins to look more like a tiny frog. It can now breathe air and eat little insects, so it can leave the water to live on land as a frog. When it is grown up, it will return to the water in Spring to lay eggs and start the cycle all over again.

The life cycle of the butterfly.


Butterflies are insects. They have six legs, large coloured wings, long antennae ("feelers") and feed on sweet nectar from flowers.


Label the parts of this butterfly, then colour it in neatly.

Butterflies lay eggs on different plants : the Large White Butterfly lays its eggs on cabbage plants. Each egg hatches into a little caterpillar which eats the leaves of the cabbage and grows very quickly. It soon grows too big for its skin, so it splits and the caterpillar crawls out with a brand-new, bigger skin. As the caterpillar carries on eating it carries on growing too, and each time it grows too big it splits its old skin and comes out with a new one. 


When the caterpillar is fully grown it splits its skin one last time, but this time a chrysalis is inside. The skin of the chrysalis hardens and changes start to happen inside.  After a few weeks, the chrysalis splits, but this time a butterfly crawls out, spreads its wings out to dry, and flies off to find other butterflies before laying eggs on another cabbage to start the cycle all over again.
