Go three miles 
to Route 439.  Turn left on Route 439.  Go 1.5 to 2 miles to Jolly 
Acres Rd.  Turn right on Jolly Acres Rd.  Go 1/2 mile to Dry Branch 
Rd.  Turn right on Dry Branch Rd and go 1/4 mile to clubhouse on 
right.  
 
FROM I-83: Take Exit 36 onto Route 439 East.  Go 5 miles to Jolly 
Acres Rd.  Turn left on Jolly Acres Rd.  Go 1/2 mile to Dry Branch 
Rd.  Turn right on Dry Branch Rd and go 1/4 mile to clubhouse on 
right.
